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Abstract


With the development of modern Automatic Speech Recognition systems, human-machine interaction through speech has become a practical possibility. Still, the complex nature of language  presents many challenges on the road towards talking to computers. There is a whole range of interesting problems that are being addressed in many realistic scenarios. From relatively simple Named Entity Recognition to full-blown human-human meeting analysis, there are many open problems with almost immediate industrial applications.

In this talk, I will give an overview of basic problems and tools in the field of SLU. As a particular application, I will describe Out-of-Vocabulary classification problem and some approaches towards its solution.
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
